We are truly gratified that under his leadershig
our parish has been able to meet the critical challenges of this time, with the broad benefits
of our work being widely supported throughout our membership. We end our work with
Father Prist on a proud note, with him leaving the parish on a stronger basis than when we
first met him.

Upgraded school facilities and curriculunThe education of our children remains our

primary objective and has been the focus of many of our efforts these years. From the start,
Father Prist directed the elimination of deferred maintenance in the school buildings to create
clean and safe surroundings suitable for learning, the building of new facilities for the library,
computer lab, and science room, a remodeled kindergarten, a new playground, and other
important and appropriate projects, all in order to make our school experience first class.
Today we continue to make our children the cornerstone of our parish and the benefits of
that strategy help make our parish strong and vibrant.

Enhanced Basilica and surrounding ared$e Basilica stands as the center of our

community worship and has required a considerable amount of work to catch up on deferred
maintenance, including water repair and remediation over the altar and in the baptistry,
replacement of the stone facade behind the altar, and replacement of the carpet and
kneelers. In addition, our organ outlived its useful life and required replacement of nearly all
its electrical and moving parts. Finally, our parking lot outlived its useful life as well and
required total replacement, with upgrades to meet the new city codes. Our Basilica now
continues to stand as a proud achievement of our parish community, ready to serve our
liturgical needs for years to come.
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
